The Order of Christian Initiation of Adults (O.C.l.A.) is a process that prepares individuals to receive the Sac-
raments of Initiation within the Catholic Church, namely, Baptism, Confirmation, and the Holy Eucharist.

OCIA: Catholic nitiation of Adults

Who participates in this process?
e Individuals who are not baptized or have not been part of any faith tradition
e Individuals who have been baptized into another Christian faith tradition
Baptized Catholics who would like to celebrate the Sacraments of Confirmation and/or Eucharist.

How does the process unfold?

Through faith discussions, Scripture reading, attendance at liturgy and church events, acts of service, and
interactions with parish family members and the clergy, the individual learns about life in the Catholic Chris-
tian community. It is an active participation in the life of the Church.

When does this happen?
The Adult Initiation Team welcomes inquirers all year long. However, small groups meet formally beginning
in the Fall and continue until the conclusion of the Easter season.
